Marvel/DC

Films that belong to the Marvel or DC 
Universe.

Examples:
 
•	 THE BATMAN
•	 BLACK ADAM
•	 BLACK WIDOW
•	 ETERNALS
•	 MORBIUS

Tentpoles

Large budget films that live outside the Marvel 
and DC Universes.

Examples:
 
•	 AVATAR 2
•	 F9
•	 JURASSIC WORLD: DOMINION
•	 THE MATRIX 4
•	 NO TIME TO DIE

Sequels

Sequels that are smaller in budget. 
Excludes animated films.

Examples:
 
•	 THE CONJURING 3
•	 THE HITMAN’S BODYGUARD
•	 HALLOWEEN KILLS
•	 JOHN WICK 4
•	 TOMB RAIDER 2

Animation

Animated films including hybrids featuring 
animated charaters. 
Excludes adult animation.

Examples:
 
•	 LUCA
•	 MINIONS: THE RISE OF GRU
•	 RUMBLE
•	 SPIRIT UNTAMED
•	 TOM & JERRY

Known IP

Includes films based on culturally-relevant intel-
lectual property. It also includes sequels, prequels, 
remakes or reimaginations of films that are 1. 
evergreen; 2. feature an entirely new cast or, 3. are 
at least 10 years old. 

Examples:
 
•	 BOB’S BURGERS
•	 CRUELLA
•	 DUNE
•	 JUNGLE CRUISE
•	 IN THE HEIGHTS

Originals

Films of all genres that don’t fit into the 
other groups.
Includes biopics (these are not in “Known IP” group).

Examples:
 
•	 FATHERHOOD
•	 FREE GUY
•	 KING RICHARD
•	 OLD
•	 MARRY ME
